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ELIJAH: The Lord Is My God
Now Elijah the Tishbite, from Tishbe in Gilead…  1 Kings 17:1 (TNIV)
… "As the LORD, the God of Israel, lives, whom I serve, there will be neither dew nor rain in the next few years except at my word." 1 Kings 17:1 (TNIV)
ELIJAH’S PREPARATION

1. Brokenness
Then the word of the LORD came to Elijah: "Leave here, turn eastward and hide in the Kerith Ravine, east of the Jordan." 1 Kings 17:2 (TNIV)
2. Total Dependence
"You will drink from the brook, and I have directed the ravens to supply you with food there."  So he did what the LORD had told him. He went to the Kerith Ravine, east of the Jordan, and stayed there. The ravens brought him bread and meat in the morning and bread and meat in the evening, and he drank from the brook. 1 Kings 17:4-5 (TNIV)
Some time later the brook dried up because there had been no rain in the land. 1 Kings 17:7 (TNIV)
Yet Jerusalem says, “The Lord has deserted us; the Lord has forgotten us.” “Never! Can a mother forget her nursing child? Can she feel no love for the child she has borne? But even if that were possible, I would not forget you! See, I have written your name on the palms of my hands…. Isaiah 49:14-16 (NLT)
3. Unconditional Obedience
Then the word of the LORD came to him: "Go at once to Zarephath in the region of Sidon and stay there. I have directed a widow there to supply you with food." 1 Kings 17:8-9 (TNIV)
So he went to Zarephath… 1 Kings 17:10 (TNIV)
…"Now I know that you are a man of God and that the word of the LORD from your mouth is the truth." 1 Kings 17:24 (TNIV)
